wonderful example of Moorish architecture in its heyday. Floors, ceilings, foundations, columns, everything is precious and refined.It is a coranic school of theology.
· Marrakech museum : visit of this palace set on a plot of 2108m2 and has a large and comfortable patio of 709 m2, typical of Moorish art, transformed into a private museum welcoming place for cultural activities. It was built in the late nineteenth century by Menebhi a former minister. And was renovated into a museum by Omar Benjelloun.
· Walk through the souks with exit to Jemaa el Fna, walk to the restaurant Dar Moha for lunch
· PM : free at leisure
· Spa and hammam party at the hotel
· Dinner in Moroccan restaurant with lounge music and belly dancer
Day 3 - Marrakech – full day activities and bivouac –
