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SOUTH & SEA 8 Days - BTCCST
Arrival Marrakech/Departure Agadir
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Day 1 – Marrakech
· Arrival to Marrakech Menara airport
· Welcome and assistance by our staff and the national guide speaking the language of the guests
· Transfer to the hotel
· Check-in and dinner and overnight at the hotel
Day 2 – Marrakech
· Breakfast buffet at the hotel
Full day sightseeing tour of Marrakech
Marrakech : the so called Pearl of the South and red city and the gateway to the desert. Situated at the foothills of the High Atlas mountains in the middle of more than a hundred thousand palm trees. Most of the inhabitant have Berber origins .
· Visit of the  Menara gardens and basin-  Saadians necropolis,, walk through the Médina to visit the Medersa Ben Youssef, the Marrakech museum
· Lunch at the hôtel
· PM continuation of the visit : the mosque Koutoubia with its famous minaret
– Free time at the square Jemaa El Fna self exploration
· Back to the hotel
· 20h00 : transfer to a moroccan  restaurant with folkloric show and fantasia (horse riding)
· Back to the hotel for overnight
Day 3 – Marrakech-Ouarzazate (204km/4hours)
· Breakfast buffet & check out
· Departure from Marrakech and crossing the High Atlas mountains, over the Tichka Pass (2260m of altitude).
Ouarzazate : means in Berber “the silent city”, is the gate to the desert and Morocco’s capital of the film called “Hollywood in the sand”. It is the starting points of the desert located at south of High Atlas mountains at about 1160m, at the crossroads to Marrakech, Agadir, the valleys of Dra and Dades rivers.
· Ouarzazate is the starting points for touristic trips to the desert from burning sands to snowy peaks to palm groves and verdant oasis.
The two famous Kasbah Aït Ben Haddou and Taourirt are included in the UNESCO World heritage.
· On the way from Marrakech, visit of the Kasbah Aït Ben Haddou which is at 23km from Ouarzazate and lunch
· After lunch, drive to Ouarzazate and visit of the Taourirt Kasbah
· Check in & dinner and overnight at the hotel
Day 4 – Ouarzazate-Zagora-Ouarzazate
(165km 3 hours one way)
· Breakfast buffet & departure for one day excursion to Zagora along the Draa valley with its 100km long belt dates palms till Zagora
· Arrival to Zagora and visit of the Tinfou and Amezrou dunes. Onto Tamegrout and visit the library dating from 17th century, with a holy Koran dated from the 13th century.
· True desert starts driving down deep to M’hammid before endless dunes cover the whole horizon
· Lunch in Zagora in a typical “Ryad”
· Drive back to Ouarzazate
· Arrival late afternoon for dinner and overnight at the hotel
Day 5 – Ouarzazate-Taroudant (295km 4 hours)
· After breakfast, transfer to Taroudant via Tazenakht, Taliouine (city of Saffron culture).
· Upon arrival to Taroudant, sightseeing tour via Talmoklate and Assarag square. Visit of the souks, one of the most picturesque and lively markets of Southern Morocco : jewelry, antiques, copper and much more to discover.
· Dinner and overnight at the hotel
Day 6 – Taroudant-Agadir (80km – 45mn)
· Breakfast buffet at the hotel
· Transfer to Agadir, upon arrival check-in at the hotel and time at leisure and bathing
· Lunch at seafood restaurant
· PM sightseeing tour of Agadir : Agadir means fortified village in Berber, bathed in sunshine the whole year round, Agadir offers facilities of sailing, wind surfing, jet skiing, horseriding, water scooters, paragliding,  boats, shark fishing trips on the Atlantic coast.
· Sightseeing tour starts from Talborjt, that was completely demolished by the 1960 earthquake. Drive along the sinuous road climbing up to 236m above
sea level Kasbah : visit of the old fortress built in 1540 and stop for pictures from the ramparts hanging over the Atlantic Ocean.
· Down to the modern city via General Kettani Avenue and Hassan II Boulevard for an outside look at the Town Hall and law court, onto the post office. Stop for picture at the Grand mosque. Continue onto Mohamed V boulevard and the Miami like holiday resort on to Inezgane. : Visit of the city and the souks with the silver jewellery markets.
· Back to Agadir, stop for leisure time at the seaside resort
· Back to the hotel for dinner and overnight
Day 7 – Agadir
· Full day at leisure for bathing or water sports activities
· Full board at the hotel
· Overnight at the hotel
Day 8 – Departure / Extension beach holidays
· Breakfast buffet and check out
· Transfer to Agadir Al Massira airport
