Day 1 U.S.A. Hong Kong  Shanghai
Departure from U.S.A. to Shanghai via Hong Kong by CX885 & 
KA870 (L class)

Day 2 Shanghai
Arrival at Shanghai - Pudong International Airport, you will be 
warmly welcome by our local guide and be transferred to hotel for 
immediate rest. Overnight at Shanghai Chenyuan Hotel or similar. 

Day 3 Shanghai City Tour  Zhou Zhuang Water 
Village Suzhou  (B/L/D)
After breakfast, we will proceed to city tour to Yuyuan Market, the 
old cities of Shanghai, then will visit Yu Garden, People square 
and famous Bund. This renowned waterfront district is the city's 
most famous landmark. After lunch, we will board our bus and 
depart for Zhou Zhuang Water Village: recently declared an 
International Heritage Site by the United Nations, and believed to 
be the first water town in China, established over 900 years ago. 
There are 14 bridges, and over 60% of the buildings are from the 
Yuan, Ming, and Qing dynasties, you will enjoy Canal boat rides 
where often accompanied by songs. Then we will head for 
Suzhou, known as the “Venice of the East”. The city’s many 
excellent classical gardens have entitled Suzhou the “Garden 
City”. Overnight at Youngor Business Hotel or similar.

Day 4 Suzhou  CityTour  Hangzhou (B/L/D)
After breakfast, we visit the Humble Administrator’s Gardens, 
Hanshan Temple. Before lunch, we won’t miss the chance to visit 
the ancient Silk Factory production in this famous city. We will on 
board our bus and depart Hangzhou; China’s poets have praised 
Hangzhou, likening it to a paradise on earth. A local cuisine of 
well known Hangzhou Cruise is served at dinner. Overnight at 
Hangzhou Tower or similar. 

Day 5 Hangzhou CityTour  Xian     (B/L/D)
After breakfast, our sightseeing tour in Hangzhou includes visit to 
the majestic Lin Yin Temple, Fei Lai Feng, and the famous 
cruising in West Lake & General Yu Fei’s Mausoleum. Finally, a 
visit to Dragon-Well Tea Village to discover the history of 

Chinese tea. After lunch, you will be transferred to the Airport for 
your ancient trip to Xian. Upon arrival in Xian you will be welcome 
by our Xian local guide and will be taken care to local restaurant 
for dinner for a taste of Shaanxi Province special. Then you will 
be back to hotel. Overnight at Xian Garden Hotel or similar.  

Day 6 Xian  Terra Cotta Warrior  Great Mosque 
Drum Tower (B/L/D)
Breakfast in hotel, then go to the world renowned Terra-cotta 
Warriors, guarding the tomb of the first emperor of Qin Dynasty 
for over 2000 years. The Terra Cotta Warriors and Horses are 
the most significant archeological excavations of the20th century. 
It has been regarded as THE 8TH WONDER OF THE WORLD! 
For history lovers, the sight is truly breathtaking. We also visit the 
Huaqing Hot Springs.  The Tang Emperor Xuanzong often spent 
the winter here in the company of his favorite concubine, Yang 
Guifei. After lunch, we will visit the Great Mosque and marks the 
entrance to the Moslem quarter of Xian. It’s nearby Drum Tower 
will be our next visiting stop. Built during the Ming dynasty (1380 
A.D.). Dinner at local restaurant for a famous Dumpling Festival 
of Xian. Overnight at Xian Garden Hotel or similar.

Day 7 Xian City Tour  Big Wild Goose Pagoda  Old 
Wall  History Museum (B/L/D)
Breakfast in Hotel, we start to explore once called Chang An-
Eternal Peace – Xian. Our first stop is Big Wild Goose Pagoda. 
Where marks the memorial of the hierarch Xuanzang, After lunch, 
we will see this ancient capital still retains its old city walls. It is 
the most complete and best preserved city wall in all of China, 
dating back some 600 years. We also visit the Shaanxi Provincial 
History Museum. You'll re-live the rise of the city's greatness as 
guardian of the wealth that came from the Silk Road. We will go 
to have the dinner before transfer back to hotel.
Overnight at Xian Garden Hotel or similar.

Day 8 Xian Hong Kong  Saigon (B)
After breakfast, you will transfer to the airport for flight to Saigon 
by KA941 & CX765 (Ticket valid for 45-60 days)
