Day 4: St. Petersburg / Cruising: Today, take an
excursion to Tsarskoye Selo (formerly known as Pushkin) and
tour the magnificent Catherine Palace. Marvel at the blazing
robin’s egg blue of the exterior and tour its distinctive rooms,
including the Hall of Lights, with its intricately painted ceiling,
and the recently restored Amber Room. After your visit, enjoy
lunch at a nearby folk restaurant featuring delicious local cui-
sine.

Day 8: Uglich: As you approach the picturesque Golden
Ring city of Uglich, be on deck for a lovely view and panorama
of the magnificent architectural monuments.

Day 9: Moscow, Russia: Today you arrive in Moscow,
the grand capital of Russia and its most dynamic city.

This museum, filled with crown jewels, be-
jeweled royal scepters, icons, ancient weapons and armor, is
sure to be a highlight of your trip. (B,L,D)
Day 11: Moscow - Disembark Ship: Your tour ends,
leaving you with many pleasant memories of a wonderful vaca-
tion. A transfer will take you to the nearby airport to board your
waiting plane that will bring you back to the U.S. As you fly high
above the clouds you will reflect on what has been a most unusual
and marvelous experience.

Your cruise ship
The MS Vladimir Mayakovskiy is considered to be one of the best
overall ships in its class. It was completely refurbished in 2002. The
public facilities consist of a Gift Shop, Reception Desk and Snack Bar
on the Main Deck, Dining Room, Souvenir Shop and Staff Office on
the Middle Deck, a Piano Bar/Observation Lounge and an Entertain-
ment Salon on the Upper Deck, and a Conference/Meeting Room on
the Sun Deck. All river ships, because of the need to navigate narrow
waterways, are small and narrow, generally accommodating less than
200 passengers. Early reservations are necessary to assure best
possible staterooms. Accommodations are serviceable and compact.
River cruising is the most ideal way to see the real countryside and
villages of the areas visited - unpacking and packing only once, and
awaking in a new area each day.
