Tournament Rules

All teams must submit a team roster and waivers at registration.

2009 US Lacrosse rules are in effect. (Cards will result in a three (3) minute exclusion, on a running clock).
Games are run by a central clock. There will be a 2 horn blast, 2 minutes prior to the start of, and 2 minutes prior to the end of each half.  A single horn blast will announce the start and end of each half.

Teams should be on the field ready to play when the horn sounds the start of the games.   

Please be at your assigned field at the end of the previous game for check-in and equipment checks. 

Game will be 20 minute running halves, with a 5 minute half time.  There will be no time outs except for official time outs.  Games may end in a tie.
A Field Marshal will be monitoring each scorers table.  Coaches should check in at the scorers table 10 minutes prior to, and immediately after, the end of each game. 
Each team needs to supply a representative to keep score.  Please have this person with you when you check in at the scorers table.

Park Rules

Vehicles are restricted to designated roads and parking areas. Trucks are not allowed except for light trucks making deliveries. Vehicles observe posted speed limits.

Parents and Spectators are to sit on the opposite side of the field from the teams.

Visitors must not harm or interfere with the wildlife. Willful destruction or removal of trees, including dead trees, shrubs, vines, wildflowers, grass, ferns, moss, leaves, or cones is prohibited.

No fires.
Only peace officers are permitted to possess weapons within a park. Gunpowder, explosives, and fireworks are prohibited.

Glass beverage containers are prohibited. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited.

Dogs and domestic cats are permitted in parks except for those where signs prohibiting them are posted.  Dogs and cats must be confined to vehicles or kept on leashes not more than 6 feet in length.  Please do not have your pet disturb spectators or players.
No loudspeakers, public address system, or amplifier is to be operated in park.

If erecting a canopy, no stakes can be used due to underground sprinkler systems.
No soliciting or sales allowed in the park.
