Dear Arts & Crafts Vendor, 
 
It’s time to schedule your booth space for the Oatmeal Festival which will be held on Friday and Saturday, 

September 4 & 5, 2009.  There will be an Arts & Crafts/Flea Market on both days. Friday events take place at 

the Oatmeal Community Center. Saturday’s show will be in Bertram. 

 

Bertram is located on SH 29 about 25 miles west of Georgetown (I35) and 10 miles east of Burnet (US 281). 

Oatmeal is 5 miles southwest of Bertram on FM 243. 

 

Booths need to be in place at Oatmeal by 5:00 p.m. on Friday evening. A barbecue dinner is served beginning at 

that time followed by numerous entertaining events which conclude at 11 p.m. Booths may be set up inside the 

old school building or outdoors (you must furnish you own lighting). The program is on an outdoor stage. 

 

All Saturday events are outdoors at the 4-H Rodeo Arena. You may set up after 8:00 a.m. and you must be in 

the area by 10 a.m.  The crowd gathers after the parade which starts at 10:30 a.m.  Food booths serve beginning 

at the end of the parade.  Various activities keep the crowd until 5:00 p.m. or later.  We ask that you stay until 

the crowd leaves for safety reasons.  There are shady areas.  If you have a canopy, you will probably want your 

booth away from the low-hanging limbs.  Electricity is available.  Booths worked from motor homes or camper 

trailers will be placed around the outside perimeters of the show areas. 

 

Booth spaces are $ 15.00 for each day. Electricity is an extra $10.00. You may come for either day or both days.  

Keep in mind that you will have to set up at Oatmeal on Friday, take down Friday night, and set up in Bertram 

on Saturday.     

 
 

NO WATER SHOOTING DEVICES,  
NOISY FIREWORKS, OR SILLY STRING IS PERMITTED.
