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Suggested Itinerary

Day 1 – Arrival day in Cape Town

On arrival at Cape Town International Airport you will be met and transferred to your hotel.

Day 3
Cape Peninsula and Cape Point tour

Hermanus and whales

We enjoy a wine tasting at the Hamilton Russell Estate before we continue to Hermanus. We stop for lunch at the New Harbour (own account).

After lunch we drive to the Old Harbour, where you can see the whale-crier in action. Each year Southern Right whales, among other species, migrate into the coastal waters to calve and nurse their young. Observe the whales as they frolic in the water close to the shoreline.

Check in to the hotel. Dinner at leisure and on own account.
